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Introduction
The format of the 1 or 2-page Extended Abstract for ITS-IFToMM 2017 and K-TIS 2017 should follow this template. This document is a guideline for the preparation of the Extended Abstract.
1.  Results and Discussion
Times New Roman font should be used for the entire abstract. The title should be in font size 14pt, boldface and centered. Be sure to include the email address for the corresponding author. All margins, left, right, top and bottom, should be 25 mm. The maximum length of the abstract is 2 pages in A4 size.
The section headings should be type in 9pt and boldface. The first word of the heading and all major words must start with a capital. Subsections are not recommended considering the limited number of pages.
The main text should be written in two 80 mm-wide columns with a 10 mm gap between the columns. The text should be in 8pt with single spaced. Paragraphs should be indented by 5 mm. 

SI units should be used. Equations should be numbered consecutively and located at the right margin as in Eq. (1). 

A = B x C + (x – z)                           (1)

Figures and tables should be placed at the top or bottom of either column as in Table 1 and Fig. 1.
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Fig. 1. Figure caption must be centered.
2.  Conclusions
References should be listed at the end of the abstract and arranged in order. References should be cited in the main text by numerals in a square bracket [1-3]. The format of the reference should follow the examples given in this template.
For all presentations, the Extended Abstract must be submitted through the symposium website (www.ITS-IFTOMM2017.org). The deadline for the Extended Abstract is September 15, 2016. 
The acceptance (and revision) notice will be given by November 15, 2016. The accepted Extended Abstracts will be included in the conference proceedings provided that at least one of the authors registers to present the paper in the symposium. 

Authors may also submit a Full Paper for consideration for publication in participating journals. The papers will go through a peer review process according to the guidelines of the selected journal.
